RULES OF CONDUCT AND DECORUM

In an effort to show reverence and respect to our fallen heroes, as well as, to conduct ourselves in a manner befitting the Scouting Organizations served, the following rules and guidelines are to be observed by all who participate:

· Adults should instruct any of the youth for whom they are responsible as to the rules and guidelines, and should be aware of and correct any misbehavior that may occur.

· Participants should walk, not run, in or around the Cemetery grounds. 

· Participants should be respectful of the Cemetery, its Staff and other Scouts. 

· Do not climb, sit or stand in or on trees, poles or monuments.

· Quiet, respectful service is a worthwhile goal; there should be no unnecessary noise (families may be visiting their loved ones’ graves while we are placing flags).

· Food should not be brought onto the Cemetery grounds.  Bottled water is the only refreshment allowed except in the designated area where the ELKS will be serving lunch. 

· The Cemetery is not a park or playground… please no balls, Frisbees, AirSoft Guns, handheld computer games, music devices or other electronic equipment.

· Flowers should not be picked or disturbed… nothing should be thrown.

· Pets or animals are not to be brought into the Cemetery grounds with the exception of Guide Dogs or other service animals that assist their humans.

· Respect the flags you will be given.  Treat them with great care.  Protect them and keep them in the Cemetery (These are NOT to be taken home). 

· Please assign one or two responsible Scouts or an Adult Leader from your unit to pick up the flags and map assignment at the check in Flag Table.  

· Distribution of the Flags will be done in an organized and orderly manner; please respect the Committee members who will be issuing the flags.  There should be no fighting or hoarding of flags among the group.

· THIS IS NEITHER A CONTEST NOR A RACE. Please walk slowly and deliberately from grave marker to grave marker.

· We ask that while you and your groups enjoy your lunch, please keep children off of and away from the pond. It is very slippery and we would not want anyone getting hurt.
